Information (ECI) Week in Florida. ECI is an awamthning program operated by the Florida Departnoén
Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles and allows Flardtiver license and identification card holdersatun-
tarily register their emergency contact informatidrhe information can then be accessed only bydiaw
forcement officers to find designated contacthim¢ase of an emergency. To date, more than 2i6rmi
Floridians have enrolled in the ECI program.

The concept for the ECI program came about afteetrdgic death of Tiffiany Olson who died in a moiele
crash in 2005. Law enforcement did not have amyazi information to timely notify her mother Chinge
Olson of the crash which led to her daughter’slde&thristine Olson foundedFF’s (To Inform Families
First) Initiative, and with the help of her local lawmaker, Représtére Bill Galvano, brought an idea to the
Department to allow people to register and law exg@ment to access emergency contacts so thatlottest
ones might not have to suffer as she did.

As a part of this special week, Christine Olson Bregartment representatives will be joined by Lav&rnor
Jeff Kottkamp to promote the program as he throwtgtee first pitch at the final home game of theripa
Bay Rays this Sunday, Oct. 4.

President’s Meeting Agenda

September 18, 2009—Greenville, South Carolina
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Alex called for any Bids for the 2010 Fall SRC meeting hosting.
Matt Holloway stepped forward as a representative of AL VII of Huntsville area of Alabama.

Each attendee was given a packet containing some area information and Matt described the host hotel
amenities and prices.

He stated all weekend events are expected to be conducted under one roof with the exception of course of
the rides. The hotel will be charging $99.00 per room which will allow for two complete breakfast buffets per
morning and the registration will be $60 per person. The final offering will be available soon and information
posted on both the SRC and Chapter websites as it is available.

Hearing no other bids from the attendees for the 20 10 Fall SRC, Alex announced with a unanimous
consensus that AL VIl would be hosting the event.

F: Conference Emergency response initiatives, Alex Ramirez

Alex announced that he had noted that the follow-up information for this Item, addressed during the Spring
SRC 2009 meeting was missing from the agenda and wished to address it now.

Alex commented that he had been in touch with State, Municipal and Federal officials regarding the
possibility of the SRC members responding with aid for any natural emergency which may befall the geo-
graphic area of the SRC.

Though he had handed out 27 questionnaire cards he had only received back 3 cards from last meet-
ing but he pursued the situation.

He had received much information from FEMA and other Emergency groups chiefly describing the
requirements of authorized emergency assistance to such inflicted areas. They had supplied him with printed
literature which he would now distribute to the members and asked that all chapters read the content.

Much additional comments were recorded but the consensus was: if you want to get involved you need to
attend approved courses that will certify you for proper credentials to assist in those areas. The handouts
supplied by the government through Alex were very large but could be secured for free by contacting Alex for
the contact information.

F09.14 New Business:

A, Southern Regional Conference Executive Officer Elections

1. Explanation - official nominations for the Executive Offices have been made and closed per the
bylaws at the SRC Meeting held in Mobile Alabama May 12, 2009.

2. Only presidents, of member chapters in good standing or their official designated representative
are permitted to vote

3. The rules allow for the placement of WRITE-IN candidates on written ballots. Those write-in candi-
dates MUST be eligible to hold the office to which they may be elected- they must be a member in good
standing of the Blue Knights International and they must have or previously held the position of Chapter presi-
dent.

4. Call for a motion from the floor to request the use of written ballots: (no vote or second required)

5. There now being only one office being contested, all Conference Executive offices for which ONLY
ONE Candidate has been nominated and only one candidate exists will receive the one vote of the Secretary

representing unanimous approval of the members. The Secretary recorded the vote and the following Candi-
dates were elected:

Chairman — Alex Ramirez, Vice Chairman — Lewis Kell y
Secretary — Dennis Deppert, Treasurer — Larry Mayer
Motion made by FL 11l to utilize written ballots fo  r the remaining election.

Alex directed that the prepared ballots be dispersed with one correction. He had received correspondence
from Wayne Woolery, FL Il asking that his name be removed from consideration for the position of SRC Vice
Chairman as he had some personal health matters that precluded him from devoting the time to the position if
elected.

The SRC Presidents and designees in attendance were given the ballots with the requested correc-
tions and the following instructions:

6. Rules for voting:
a. Only presidents or designees as described above.

b. Only clear marks next to the name of the selected candidate will be counted, Any questionable
votes will be determined by consensus of counting officers.

C. Completed ballots collected and counted by Bill Solen, Lewis Kelly, and Peter Domiziano, their
decisions are final and binding.

Alex asked each of the two remaining candidates for the contested position of SRC International Representa-
tive if they wished to say a few words.

Jay Miranda FL XVI addressed the group first, James Pinkerton spoke to the group next, while ballots were
distributed.

Voting was conducted on the supplied paper ballots and then the ballots were collected by the ballot count-
ers. Lewis Kelly, Peter Domiziano and Bill Solen verified each of the ballots. The results of the ballot count
were given to Alex Ramirez by Bill Solen.

Alex announced that Jay Miranda had won the election and would be the SRC International Representative
for the term 2010 and 2011.

James (Pinky) Pinkerton was thanked for his devotion to the Blue Knights and the SRC and for all his past
endeavors.

Alex accepted a

Motion from FL XXIV, 2 "™ by FL XVIII to destroy the ballots. Hearingno ab  stentions or nays, the mo-
tion passed unanimously and the ballots were destro yed.

B. SRC Elected Officers — 2010 & 2011
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Alex asked the members if they wanted to present the newly elected SRC Officers with their back rockers
now or at the banquet and the consensus of the meeting was to do so during the Banquet.

C. Any other New Business ,

Alex brought information before the membership concerning an event he was planning to be spon-
sored by the SRC and involving the joint efforts of the Blue Knights International, the Red Knights Interna-
tional, and the Green Knights International. Though apparently Alex had devoted much time and effort into
the pre-planning for this event and had contacted several national news agencies about it, the consensus of
the meeting was that this event was inappropriately planned.

There were lengthy and sometimes heated discussions. It appeared that many did feel that the event
was a good idea but that its execution so far was wrong. The event was presented to the assembled mem-
bers as Hosted by the SRC, but this apparently was the first time anyone had heard about it though it was
scheduled for the first weekend of December and was much along in process according to Alex’ earlier re-
marks.

Discussion included thoughts and criticism from the International Board members present stating that
liabilities alone appeared not to have been considered as well as erroneous information as to sponsorship.
Intl. Pres. Mulford stated that any joint venture with any outside organizations needs approval from the Inter-
national Board of Directors before the organization’s name, reputation and commitment can be used. It ap-
peared that the pre-advertising and promotion of this event bearing the words hosted by the SRC was a bit
premature as no one in the SRC was aware nor had approved such a commitment except apparently Alex.
There was time to get the approval of the assembled members and present the item’s proposal to the Interna-
tional Board for it's next scheduled meeting on October 31, 2009 but it would have to be done in the proper
methods through the International Rep of the Conference.

Alex was encouraged to pursue the event but as at the chapter level but that any joint venture of this
type would still require the approval of International even if the Conference approved its sponsorship.

A motion was made for the Southern Regional Confere  nce to sponsor the event as proposed by Alex
and allow him to proceed by FL XX, and 2 " by FL IIl. The motion received 1 abstention, 9 yea s, and 12
nays with the MOTION FAILING.

F09.15 Good & Welfare (Chapter Rides, Functions, etc.): Nothing brought up.

F09.16 Motion to Adjourn:

Motion made by FL XXIV, 2 " by FL Il to adjourn the meeting, Hearing no nays  or abstentions, the
motion passed UNANIMOUSLY.
